2. Basket requirements- “Baskets” are boxes of manageable size (30 lbs. or less) marked with the family code and number of boxes. (Example family number 145A Box 1 of 3)

For suggested items see page below. Please no unlabeled, dented or broken packages or cans. No freezer food, except turkey. TELL CHECK IN VOLUNTEER YOU HAVE A TURKEY. Gift certificates are preferred because your adopted family may not have a refrigerator. Gift certificates should be placed in an envelope and marked with the family code. Please give the certificate to the check-in volunteer on delivery day. Do not place the certificate in the box as they are can be unnoticed and thrown out.
4. Toys/Clothing- Toys and or clothing must be new. All packages must be marked, indicating the family code, gender and age of the recipient on each package Example 14A Boy Age 7
